The swimming lessons offered by the Park and Recreation Commission are open to Chester residents and 

current park pass holders.  The small group classes meet on Tuesdays and Thursdays for session 1 and 

Tuesdays and Fridays during session 2.  Children must be at least three years of age and able to attend the 

classes independent of their parents.  The fee is $25 per session.  Session 1 meets June 29, July 1, 6, and 8.  

Session 2 meets on July 20, 23, 27, and 30.  Severe weather makeup days will be held on July 13 for session 1 

and August 3 for session 2.  The classes are scheduled for session 1 as follows: Nonswimmer 12:30-12:55, 

Nonswimmer 1:05-1:30, Nonswimmer 1:40-2:05, Novice 2:20-2:55, Advanced Novice 3:05-3:40, 

Intermediate 3:50-4:25, Nonswimmer 4:35-5:00.  The schedule for session 2 is: Nonswimmer 3:15-3:40, 

Nonswimmer 3:50-4:15, and a combined Novice and Advanced Novice class 4:25-5:00.

Non-resident 

passes are available at Pelletier Park during operating hours.  Chester residents may enter staffed facilities by 

showing a driver's license, or other proof of residency or taxpayer status with identification.  Groups of 10 or 

more must make reservations in advance.
